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Operation Tomodachi and the Japan-U.S. Relationship Part 2
SDF and USFJ on the joint operation in the wake of the Great East
Japan Earthquake Thursday, May 24, 2012
We invited Lt. Gen. Koichiro Bansho, Commanding General 3rd Division, JGSDF to give a talk at the
International House Osaka about the joint operation between Japan Self Defense Forces and the US
Forces Japan in the wake of the Great East Japan Earthquake, in front of about 120 attendees. As a
sequel to the talk we had last September, delivered by CDR Paul McClure of the U.S. Navy, Lt. Gen.
Bansho related amazing capabilities the U.S. Forces demonstrated in Operation Tomodachi such as
reopening of the Sendai Airport and making Kesen-numa Oshima accessible again by clearing the
sunken debris from the sea floor inside the port within a matter of a week. The Lt, General was also
deeply moved by the thoughtfulness, the U.S. marines showed to those who suffered, handling with
utmost care, such as family heirlooms. Also refraining from using vehicles, because petrol was short
of supply, a most needed commodity, to be made available and best served for the sufferers.
“A friend in need is a friend indeed.” As the saying goes, Lt. General never before did he feel more
grateful and honored than this time, that the U.S. is a good friend of Japan. He concluded his talk by
emphasizing that Operation Tomodachi was the foundation of the U.S. — Japan relationship and
upon which we need to build and maintain security of Japan.
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The Arlington Cup Horse Race Saturday, February 25, 2012

We watched “The Arlington Cup Horse Race” at the Hanshin Race Course with 52 people
attending. Following welcome remarks by JASO President Mr. Torii and Hanshin Race Course
Director Mr.Nigishi, Mr. Kuroda from JRA gave us a short lecture on tips about how to bet on horses.
The Arlington Cup Race, which is held annually commemorating the sister treaty between the
Hanshin Race Course and the Arlington Park Race Track in the U.S. is said to be very difficult to
predict, because it is run by up-and-coming young horses. Surprisingly a considerable number of
JASO members succeeded in getting the wining tickets and we saw many hugs and claps among
attendees.
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Field Trip “Zazen-kai and Kyo-yuzen Workshop in Kyoto” saturday, April 7, 2012
We had a “Field Trip" in Kyoto” with 30 JASO members and 7 U.S. students studying at Kyoto

Gaidai attended. In the morning a Zazen-kai (or a zen meditation session) was held at Kennin-ji, the
oldest zen temple in Kyoto. Some of the American students, who were studying Yoga, were
commended by the priest for their good Zazen posture. After we had a Mame-susi-zen, a collection
of tiny susis at Mametora located in the Gion district, we visited the Maruyama-Park which is famous
for cherry blossoms. In the afternoon, we moved to the Nishijin district to have a kyo-yuzen
workshop. In the workshop the JASO members amazed the instructors by achieving extremely high
quality of kyo-yuzen-zome (or traditional dying technique), excelling by far the samples.
